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Listener repertoire:
Reed has met criteria on the following short-term listener objectives: 
1. Follow two step directions involving locational concepts (on top of and under) independently with 90% accuracy over two consecutive sessions. Reed is currently meeting this goal with 80% accuracy. 

Reed is currently working on the following short-term listener objectives: 
2. Recall peer produced information independently with 90% accuracy over two consecutive sessions. Reed is currently meeting this goal with 80% accuracy. 
3. Following two step directions involving location concepts (in front of, behind, and next to) given visual models 90% of the time over two consecutive sessions. Reed is currently meeting this goal with 80% accuracy. 
4. Maintain eye contact with the speaker for two verbal exchanges given consistent verbal cues with 90% accuracy over two consecutive sessions. Reed is currently meeting this goal with 70% accuracy. 

Speaker repertoire:
Reed has met criteria on the following short-term speaker objectives:
1. Respond to various ‘yes/no’ questions (“Is your name Reed, is this an elephant, etc.”) independently with 90% accuracy over two consecutive sessions.  

Reed is currently working on the following short-term speaker objectives: 
2. Will engage in 2 verbal social interactions and cooperative play activities with a peer 90% of the time over two consecutive sessions. Reed is currently meeting this goal with 70% accuracy. 
3. Greet peer independently with 90% accuracy over two consecutive sessions. Reed is currently meeting this goal with 70% accuracy. 
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Expand the length of his utterances to four words including “is” and pronoun (he/she) independently. Reed is currently meeting this goal with 75% accuracy. 

Comments:
Reed continues to demonstrate progress towards his speech and language speech objectives. He continues to work on improving his socialization skills, increasing the length of his utterances, increasing spontaneous utterances, and increasing his attending skills. During individual sessions, Reed works on improving the syntax of his utterances when responding to questions, commenting, describing pictures. He can imitate long utterances; however, he still exhibits difficulty producing spontaneous utterances. During group sessions, Reed continues to build his conversation skills. He is becoming more independent during group play. He will independently request a turn during turn-taking activities. He occasionally requires verbal cues from the therapist to share with his peers. Reed maintain a conversation with his peers by asking questions, responding to questions and commenting when given verbal cues. He requires moderate cues to redirect his attention to his peers during group discussions. He is attending for longer periods and is able to immediately recall peer produced information after two communicative exchanges. 

What you can do at home:
Engaging in meaningful conversation is as much about listening as it is about talking. Encourage Reed to listen and pay attention by reading with him and asking him about details of the story. For example, after reading that a character in the book hid under the bed, check that your child was listening by saying: "Where did the boy hide?" When your child asks you a question and provide an answer, occasionally check for listening and comprehension. Ask "What did you hear me say?" Praise Reed for his good listening skills if he answers you correctly. Then have Reed sequence the events in the book using correct tense. 
Questions keep conversations going, so ask Reed lots of them and encourage him to ask questions of his own. Favor open-ended questions, instead of questions with yes or no answers. You'll get a more detailed response from him. Get Reed to ask other children questions too. Make suggestions if he struggles with initiating conversation: "Why don't you go ask that other little boy what game he's playing in the sandbox? If you want to play too, you could always ask to join in."
It may be beneficial for Reed to practice sequencing daily activities/rituals.  For example, after leaving the park you can ask questions such as “where did we go?”, “what did you play with?”, “who did we see?”  Then provide him with an overall recap of events (i.e., “that’s right Reed, we went to the park, played on the swings, and then at ice cream. What happened today?”).
